This office was recently notified by the Department of Environmental Management (DEM) that the McLean Land Management Committee (LMC) received a grant in the sum of $8,822.00.  This money was obtained through the Recreational Trails Grant Program.  As you may recall, the Office of Community Development (OCD) submitted a grant application on behalf of the LMC in the summer of 2002.  This request was for funding to make trail repairs within the Pine Alee and a connecting trail on the McLean Hospital campus.  These trails are both located within the future open space that will be owned by the Town.  The request was for $8,822 with the Judy Record Fund contributing a cash match in the sum of $2,941 for a total project cost of $11,763. 
DEM noted that federal funding for this Program has been secured and has authorized this office, as administrator of the project, to locate a vendor to perform the improvements.  The work will include extensive stabilization of trails that are severely eroded, the placement of material over the roots of the pine trees within the Pine Alee and the removal of standing dead trees.  The Highway Department has committed to the planting of new pine trees to be supplied by the vendor.  OCD has initiated the search for a qualified contractor to perform the work.


It should be noted that this project would not have been possible without the assistance of the Judy Record Fund.  The application was put together under sever time constraints but Mr. Record and the administrators of the Fund immediately stepped forward and committed to the cash match.  This public/private partnership will benefit everyone and it is hoped that it will continue into the future as the Land Management Committee implements its management plan for the open space.  McLean Hospital also deserves thanks as it authorized the proposal on what is currently private property.
