The Belmont Conservation Commission voted unanimously Tuesday evening May 6, 2003 to approve the use of wood chips to delineate the trail over the water line currently being installed on the McLean Hospital property.

This approval for the use of wood chips is for the trail only. The commission desires to have any restoration outside the trail be consistent with the proposal stated in the Notice of Intent filing and subsequently adopted as a condition in the Order of Conditions issued for the project.

This restoration plan states:

Areas disturbed beyond the trail will be re-established as follows:

Fertilized with a 10-10-10 mixture, applied at a rate of 1,000 lbs/acre. At least 40% of the fertilizer nitrogen shall be organic.

Seed with a mixture of 30 lbs Red Fescue and 15 lbs Perennial Ryegrass.
