As you are all aware, the Department of Environmental Management (DEM) awarded the McLean Land Management Committee (LMC) a grant in the sum of $8,822.00 through the Recreational Trails Grant Program.  It is being “matched” by $2,941 from the Judy Record Fund for a total expenditure of $11,763.  The money will be used to make trail repairs within the Pine Alee and a connecting trail on the McLean Hospital campus.  These trails are both located within the future open space that will be owned by the Town. 
The Office of Community Development (OCD) has retained the services of Mathew R. Foti Landscape & Tree Service, a local firm to perform the work.  Foti, a qualified contractor will begin the work program on December 03, 2003.  Activity will include the removal of the dead white pine trees in the Pine Alee and the installation of water bars to reduce erosion on the trail from the Pine Alee to Mill Street.  The work is projected to take from 7-10 days to complete but is obviously weather dependant.  Please be advised that the trail will be closed during work days.  Users should plan accordingly.

This office thanks the Judy Record Fund and McLean Hospital for their commitment to this project.  The trail improvements would not have been possible without the financial assistance of the Judy Record Fund and the full cooperation of McLean Hospital by allowing the work to occur on its property.  This is an excellent example of a public/private partnership that will benefit everyone.
