As you are all aware, McLean Hospital has finalized plans to install a new twelve-inch water main from Concord Avenue to Mill Street.  This line was required by the Water Department and is a condition of the three Planning Board Design and Site Plan Review approval letters.  The majority of this work will occur in the so-called “north meadow” area of the McLean campus.  The new line will come off Concord Avenue at the location of the future access drive into the new cemetery and follow the existing trail system to the parking lot beside the Bowditch Building.  Conservation Commission approval for this layout was necessary as the route is adjacent to a vernal pool and crosses a wetland area and an intermittent stream.  The intent of this memorandum is to notify all interested parties of the general work schedule and other specifics of the project, including inspection procedures.

The final design plans have been reviewed and approved by the Town and the Paolini Corporation has been retained by McLean to perform the installation.  A working group consisting of involved municipal departments (Water, Police, Fire, Highway, Cemetery and the Office of Community Development), McLean representatives, Bob Gallant (Chairman, Implementation Committee), Ellen O’Brien Cushman (Chairman, Land Management Committee) and the contractor have been meeting to agree upon the details of the construction.  These meetings will continue to occur on an “as-needed” basis and meeting notes will be posted on the McLean page of the Town’s website.  This phase of the water line installation is designed to service the condominium development in the residential Zones 1A and 1B.  Two new municipal meter pits will also be installed on either side of the McLean campus.  There is not expected to be any loss of water service to residents at any time but water discoloration can be expected.


Construction work in the future open space is expected to commence the week of April 21st and be completed in early June.  Siltation controls will be installed beginning April 16th.  Please visit the McLean page at the Town’s website at www.town.belmont.ma.us for up-to-date information.  The effected trail/fire road will be completely closed off to public use from April 16th until early June.  The construction area will be fenced, siltation controls installed and warning signs posted.  Walkers must seek alternate routes as heavy machinery and other construction equipment will be monopolizing this area.  McLean is expected to be diligent in enforcing this restriction to ensure the safety of the users of the property.

Extensive work will also occur off-site at the intersection of Concord Avenue and Somerset Street.  The Police Department plans to close down Concord Avenue at Mill Street and Pleasant Street Friday evening, April 25 into Saturday morning April 26th.  Somerset Street will also be blocked off at Juniper Road.  There will be message boards informing motorists of the closures.  Of course, residents of those areas will have constant access to their homes.  The Paolini Corporation will notify all affected residents by mail of the construction schedule and possible impacts.  


All construction inspections will be coordinated through the Water Department, Fire Department and the Office of Community Development staff.  Other visitors will not be allowed on the construction site due to safety considerations.
