Call Highway Division office by noon, on Wednesday to schedule a pick-up for the next 
available Thursday.  CRT’s are collected on Thursdays only. Purchase sticker and affix to 
appliance prior to placing at curb by 7:00am on the scheduled day. 
Stickers will cost $20.00 per appliance.

Aerosol Cans 
 

Completely empty may be recycled. 
Not empty, see Household Hazardous Waste. 
 

Asbestos 
 

You must use a licensed asbestos removal contractor to dispose of asbestos.  Check the yellow 
pages for licensed contractors. 

 
Batteries 

 
All alkaline batteries manufactured after 1994 may be thrown out in household trash.

Accepted with household trash, but must be cut in 4 foot lengths rolled up and taped or tied 
closed weighing less than 50 pounds per roll and no more than 5 rolls per week. 
 

Computers

Construction and Demolition (C and D) 
 

Not accepted with household trash.  Insulation, brick, drywall/plaster soil, gravel, asphalt, shingles 
and other similar materials are considered construction debris.  Residents should properly dispose 
of this waste by having the contractor be responsible for removing it.  Contact a local disposal or 
salvage company.

Latex (clean up with soap and water) can be put with household trash, but must be dried out with 
drying agent or kitty litter. Place next to trash with lid off. 
 
Oil (clean up with mineral spirits, combustible) see Household Hazardous Waste

Please do not recycle curbside. Do not place recyclables in plastic bags. These can be recycled at

Waste Oil 
 

Residential waste oil (not mixed with anything else) may be brought to: 
Belmont Highway Yard, C Street, weekdays 7 am - 11:30 am and 12:30 pm to 3:00 pm 
Limit: 5 gallon/resident 
 

Wood 
 

Can be placed with household trash, but must be cut 3 feet in length, no larger than 6 inches in 
diameter and needs to be tied into bundles no larger than 2 feet. Limit: 2 bundles/week 
 

Yard Waste 
 

Curbside Pickup: Material should be put out by 7:00 am on collection days. Yard Waste is 
collected every other week on your recycle day from April until October and every week from end 
of October until beginning of December. 
Place in 30 gallon biodegradable paper bags or barrels with stickers no larger than 32 gallons or 
50 pounds in weight. 

 
Drop-off: Belmont residents can drop off leaves for composting from end of October until 
beginning of December (weather permitting) and excluding holidays at the Transfer Station 
located at 1130 Concord Avenue.
